Assembly Instructions

Pump Lever Assembly: i
Pull the pump lever (B) that is already attached to the
o bottle down so that it is on a right angle to the spray
bottle (C).

Attach the pump lever brace (A) by attaching the end with the short bend to
9 the bottom of the pump lever and the end with the long bend to the top of

the pump assembly. ' q B | ?Il ™

Secure the pump lever into position by attaching a washer to the bottom

9 part of the pump lever and then inserting the metal drop pin (J). Insert the
second metal drop pin in between the two plastic pieces at the top of the
pump lever

o Note: The backpack sprayer can
be utilised for both left and right
handed operation. The shoulder i
straps will need to be adjusted for
left handed operation.
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Lance Assembly

Instructions: o Ensure both ends of the lance have components

fitted in the correct order as per the image shown.

e Attach the trigger assembly to one end of the lance
and attach the nozzle to the other end of the lance.

© Ensure all fittings are tightened prior to spraying.

Operating Instructions

Pull the pump lever (B) that is already attached to
the bottle down so that it is on a right angle to the

spray bottle (C). 5

Remove the bottle cap (1) and fill the bottle with
liquid to the desired level. Do not exceed the
maximum capacity level marked on the bottle.
The filter will catch any lumps or contaminated
particles.

Screw the cap back into position. Ensure all fittings are tightened before
proceeding.

Pressurise the bottle by pumping the lever (B)
approximately 7-9 times or until the lever becomes
difficult to pump. Do not over pressurise.

Spray the desired area by holding down the handle
on the trigger (F). The trigger can be locked for
continual spraying.

Continue to pump the lever while spraying to
ensure pressure is maintained.

Cleaning

Ensure that pressure is released and that all sprayer components (including
the bottle filter and cap) are rinsed thoroughly with water after use. This can be
achieved by filling the bottle with clean water, pressurising and then emptying
via the nozzle. Clean after every use and do not store liquids in the unit.

Cleaning the pump assembly

If the pump does not provide pressure after cleaning the backpack sprayer you
must also clean the pump.

Push out the metal drop pin k

lever brace (A) out of the pump
assembly (D).

Cleaning the pump assembly (cont.)

Unscrew the bottom section of the pump assembly. Inspect and clean the
o pump O-ring. Install a new O-ring if necessary.

e Pull out the inner part of the pump assembly (D) and cap.

@ Clean all pump parts and seals with water (or a suitable cleaning agent).

o Reassemble the hose (G) and pump assembly (D) in the reverse order.

*When assembling the pump ensure that the pump gaskets are seated
properly after installation and are not squashed.
